               INFRACTION              CONSEQUENCE 
Foul or abusive language directed at any player, 
coach, manager, spectator, parent, umpire or 
other official.  

First Offense- Removal from game plus one 
game suspension. 
Second Offense- Removal from game plus two 
game suspension. 
Third Offense- Removal from game and 
suspension for the remainder of the season. 

Threatening gesture or language directed at any 
player, coach, manager, spectator, parent, 
umpire or other official.  

First Offense- Removal from game plus one 
game suspension. 
Second Offense- Removal from game plus two 
game suspension.  
Third Offense- Removal from game and 
suspension for the remainder of the season.  

Physical fighting, striking or bodily assault 
involving any player, coach, manager, spectator, 
parent, umpire or other official.  

First Offense- Removal from game/field and 
suspension of up to one year.  
Second Offense- Removal from game/field- and 
possibility of lifetime suspension.  

Inciting foul, abusive or threatening language or 
behavior by player towards another player, 
coach, manager, spectator, umpire or other 
official.  

First Offense- Removal from game plus one 
game suspension. 
Second Offense- Removal from game plus two 
game suspension.  
Third Offense- Removal from game and 
suspension for the remainder of the season. 

Knowingly allowing a player to play while injured 
or creating unsafe playing conditions for any 
player.  

First Offense- Two game suspension 
Second Offense- Suspension for remainder of 
season, and possibility of lifetime suspension 
from coaching/managing in league.  
 

Use of alcohol, tobacco, other illegal substance 
or possession of firearm or other weapons during 
games and practices.  

First Offense- Two game suspension 
Second Offense- Suspension for remainder of 
season, and possibility of lifetime suspension 
from coaching/managing in league.
